Adult Amateur rider Alejandro Gomez also had plenty to smile about as the 
winner of the Sho Clothes Adult Amateur Prix St. Georges class. Gomez rode his 
own bay gelding Dance of Joy to the winner’s circle with a score of 64.474%. 
Gomez earned a pair of crystal-studded stirrups from Sho Clothes.
